All entries must be labeled with your name, the entry title, the publication or programme in which the entry appeared, the city and country, and publication or broadcast date.

Traditional print and electronic articles/photos/cartoons can be sent electronically or in hard copy and should be in published format (including a copy of the masthead).

· Web articles/photos/cartoons or online texts must be submitted with their full publication URL. If archived copies are available, that URL should also be included with the submission.

The video and radio files must not exceed 20 minutes in length and must be sent ONLY in the formats mentioned below on CDs, DVDs or using the WSSCC FTP server, no other formats such as mini DVs or BETACAMs will be accepted. If the entry exceeds 20 minutes in length, the author must choose excerpts, otherwise only the first 20 minutes will be taken into account. In case of series, the author must choose which part is submitted for the competition, while indicating that it is part of a bigger whole. 
· For video and audio pieces, a full script in English/French/Hindi should be attached in addition to the submitted audio/video files.

Video and radio entries will not be returned.

If entries are not submitted in the prescribed format they are not eligible for the competition.
Eligible formats

· Articles that appear in traditional print media such as newspapers, magazines and journals – eligible formats: doc, docx, pdf, jpg, jpeg.

· Online media, including articles that appeared in electronic versions of print media sources (online editions of newspapers, magazines or journals) or in recognized reputable online media sources (which are generally those that exist as or are connected to legitimate business or academic enterprises, and not personal sites, or blogs), including the URL. 

· Video, including TV documentaries – qualifying formats: avi, mpg, mpeg, mov, mp4, wmv or flv. 
· Radio – qualifying formats: mp3.
· Photos and cartoons – qualifying formats: doc, docx, pdf, jpg, jpeg, gif.
